Some
little-known facts are he invented a printing telegraph machine which would be the forerunner of
today’s fax machine, this biography also chronicles the war between Edison and Tesla, between AC
and DC current. it follows his career through development of phonograph motion picture camera
and the movie projector. It also retells of a variety of his inventions and his early research to prove
that cigarette smoking was not healthy. It's an honest biography in that it shows that Edison was no
major philanthropist like his contemporaries Ford and Firestone and documents is silent
anti-Semitism when he fired one of his employees after he found out he was Jewish. The book also
describes the companies he created and the industries he supported.
