The book did say that one of the beaches was

the best for off the beach snorkeling (Love Beach). We were told by 3 different local people that the

beach was not any good as sea grass had overgrown the coral and it was in awful condition there

now. We were also told that Love Beach has been like this for THE LAST 2 YEARS!!!I am returning

this book as I would not loan it out to my worst enemy, and I would not want anyone that I like to rely

on its outdated and misleading info.
