This is
classic quest fantasy with echoes of J. R. R. Tolkien’s "Lord of the Rings" trilogy (Houghton) and of
Christopher Paolini’'s Eragon (Knopf, 2003). As in C. S. Lewis’s "Narnia" books (HarperCollins),
Christian allegories and messages are clearly presented and easily found, but it is equally possible
to read this as Kale’s story as it happened in Amara, a world completely separate from our own. It
would be a shame to limit readership by relegating this clever and inventive story to the genre of
Christian fiction.
